BEGINNING THE CONVERSATION 
●​ Have you ever had to trust someone before you had all the details? 

SETTING THE SCENE 
Read: Joshua 2:1–7 
 

●​ Why do you think God chose to work through someone like Rahab? 
God often begins His greatest work in the most unexpected people. 

●​ Where have you seen God use someone or even you in an unexpected way? 

A CONFESSIONAL FAITH 

Read: Joshua 2:8–11 

●​ What is Rahab confessing about God? 
●​ Why is it significant that she says this as a Canaanite? 
●​ Which one of the following is hardest for you to admit? 

○​ God is real and reigns supreme 
○​ I cannot save myself 
○​ I need His grace 

A CONFIDENT FAITH 

Read: Joshua 2:9 

●​ How does Rahab demonstrate confidence before anything has actually happened? 
●​ Where is God asking you to trust Him before you see results? 



A COURAGEOUS FAITH 

Read: Joshua 2:2–6  (Cross-reference: James 2:24–25) 

●​ What did Rahab have to lose by hiding the spies? 
●​ Why does real faith always require action? 
●​ Where might God be calling you to act courageously right now? 

A CONCERNED FAITH 

Read: Joshua 2:12–13 

●​ Who is Rahab thinking about beyond herself? 
●​ Why does saving faith expand our concern for others? 
●​ Who in your life needs God’s rescue right now? 

A COVENANT FAITH 

Read: Joshua 2:17–21 

●​ What does the scarlet cord represent in this story? 
●​ What does obedience look like for you this week? 

A CATALYTIC FAITH 

Read: Hebrews 11:31 and Matthew 1:5–6 

●​ How does Rahab’s story change the way you see your own story? 
●​ What kind of legacy do you want your faith to leave?
